LED INDICATORINSTRUCTION

1.Working Indicator

1) Blink slowly indicates the cameraisin normal working mode.
2) Blink quickly indicates thereis a storage error.

3) Stays onindicates the camera failure.

2. Mute Indicator

1) Press the button to turn off the MIC, the indicator stays on and the
camera stops recording audio.

2) Press the button again to turn on the MIC, the indicator turns off
and the camera starts recording audio.

3. Parking Mode Indicator
1) Blink slowly indicates the cameraisin parking mode.
2) Theindicator turn off when the camera exit parking mode.

4.Rear Camera Connection Indicator
Staysonindicates frontand rear camera are connected.

5.Rear Camera Working Indicator
Staysonindicates the cameraisin normal working mode.

Upgrade via PC: Download the latest firmware for your camera,
unzip and copy the content you have unzipped onto the SD card,
then install the SD card back camera, power on the camera and it
will apply the firmware automatically.
