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INSTALLATION 

Perform the following steps to install these speakers. 

1. Ensure that the Power Switch on the Master Speaker is in the OFF posi'on. 

2. Rotate the Volume Knob on the Master Speaker fully counterclockwise. 

3. Connect one end of the included Speaker Interconnect Cale to the Speaker Input 

Connector on the rear panel of the Slave Speaker, then connect the other end to the 

Speaker Output Connector on the rear panel of the Master Speaker.  

4. (Op'onal) Plug one end of the included 3.5mm Stereo Audio Cable into the 3.5mm 

AUX Input on the front panel of the Master Speaker, then plug the other end into 

the output of your audio source device. 

5. (Op'onal) Plug one end of the included Stereo RCA Audio Cable into the Stereo RCA 

Input on the rear panel of the Master Speaker, then plug the other end into the 

output of your audio source device. 

6. (Op'onal) Plug one end of a 1/4” TRS or TS audio cable (not included) into the le1 

channel Stereo 1/4” TRS Balanced Input on the rear panel of the Master Speaker, 

then plug the other end into the le1 channel output of your audio source device. 

Repeat for the right channel. 

7. Plug the AC Power Cord into a nearby AC power outlet. 

Note that the output of the speakers is the sum of all inputs. Unless you specifically want to 

listen to a mix of different sources, only one audio input should be in ac�ve use at a �me.

1. Rotate the Volume Knob on the front panel of the Master Speaker fully counter-
