Pair the secondary remote control with the heating device

For first-time users, the secondary remote control needs to be paired with the
heating device. Power on the device, press and hold the secondary remote control
switch for 3 seconds to pair until first long beep sound. Once pairing is
successful,short press the switch to control the LED light.

Notes:

1) Before pairing please do power off those panels which you don’t want to pair.
2) Pairing should be finished within 5 minutes, or else you need to re-power on the
heating device.

3) One heating device can be paired with a maximum of one main thermostat and
three secondary remote controls, all of which can control the LED light.

Unpair the secondary remote control with the heating device
