5 | INSTALLATION

A Warning

* Mounting work must be carried out by professional electrician !

* Do not suspend panels by heating power cord !

* No any sticking ways are allowed to be used for hanging or suspending support !
e Make sure the ceiling is stable enough !

* Do remove the front protective film before using !

* Power cord must be well grounded!

AWARNING:

« To mitigate errors, please measure all dimensions before proceeding with the
installation.

o Install this product at a minimum height of 2.3 meters above the ground level.

o The articulating brackets must be securely fastened with bolts before connecting
the heater to the fixed electrical circuit.

o The heater must be installed within a distance of less than 190cm from a properly

grounded outlet. Do NOT use an extension cord.

Before starting the installation, please make sure to determine the material of the
ceiling. The following are the installation methods for concrete ceilings and gypsum
board ceilings. Please choose and use appropriate accessories based on the specific

situation.

a. Concrete ceiling Installation

1. Align the two brackets (B3&B4) separately with the pre-drilled installation holes
on the back of the device (A), ensuring that the direction of both brackets
remains consistent, secure each bracket (B3/B4) in place using screws (C1).

Note: Please install the brackets (B3&B4) in the direction shown in the diagram to

avoid interfering with the junction box.

2. Secure the mounting template onto the ceiling, accurately identifying the
corresponding hole positions, and mark the hole locations on the ceiling for
drilling purposes. (Alternatively, you can determine the drilling positions by
measuring the distances ab and ac on the back of the product.)

Note: Install the device at least 2.3m above the floor.
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3. Drill 4x10mm holes at the marked positions.

A Excessive drilling diameter is strictly prohibited !
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4. Insert the metal expansion tubes(D) into the drilled holes.
5. Thread the screw(E) through the holes in the two brackets (B1&B2) , then secure



them into the metal expansion tubes(D).
Note: Ensure that the two brackets (B1&B2) are oriented in the opposite direction
to the two brackets (B3&B4) that are already installed on the device.
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A The expanding nut goes into the inside of the hole, it is strictly prohibited
to install it in reverse!

6. First, interlock the hanging tabs on the brackets(B3&B4) attached to the
product(A) with the hanging tabs on the corresponding brackets(B1&B2) on the
ceiling, passing them through the slotted holes and securely engaging them
together. Then, gently shake the product to confirm that it is properly locked in

place and does not come loose.

7. Secure the two brackets with screws(C2) and tighten the screws.
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b. Gypsum Board Ceiling Installation

1. Refer to Step 1 of the concrete ceiling installation to secure the brackets (B3&B4)
to the device.
2. Refer to Step 1 of the concrete ceiling installation to mark the drilling positions.

A 1. Please note that the spring toggles (F) are designed for gypsum boards
or wooden ceilings with a thickness ranging from 9-18mm. It is forbidden
to be used on gypsum board ceilings with a thicknesses less than
9Imm.

2. For wooden ceilings exceeding 18mm in thickness, consider

employing metal expansion tubes (D) or using your own carpentry

nails,ensuring the carpentry nails meet or exceed M5*40mm in size.
3. Drill four 18mm holes at the marked positions.

A Excessive drilling diameter is strictly prohibited !
4. Thread the screws(E) through the hole in the articulating brackets(B1&B2), the
washer(G), and the spring toggle(F). Then insert the spring toggle into the pre-drilled
hole.
