Amplifier/Vacuum Stations

Some insulation materials require a particularly high amount of
air in order to perform the insulation properly. Some isolated
installation situations require the overcoming high conveying
heights or the use of long conveyor lines. Meanwhile, loose insu-
lation materials have to be occasionally removed again.

By using the X-Floc amplifier-/vacuum station technique, you can
easily supplement the existing insulation blowing machine to
the amplification system or you can use the machine as part of
the suctioning process. The devices available range from mobile
amplifiers for on-site use (VS28) to stationary solutions, suitable
for factory fillings (VS55). All amplifier-/vacuum stations available
can significantly increase the insulation blowing machines’ over-
all power or, in combination with suitable accessories, can suc-
tion small or large amounts of solid materials in a short amount
of time.
